#1, #2, 

and #3 during the 2005 Annual Membership Meeting 

INTRODUCTION 

Three issues were on the agenda for membership vote during the 2005 
Annual Membership Meeting. These issues were for membership special 
assessments to address the following: #1. water storage rights; #2. 

dam repair; 
#3. threatened legal actions against the ROA. 

The vote was also intended to give a clear direction to the 2005-2006 
ROA Board on whether the membership wanted to proceed on 
resolving/accomplishing these issues. 

RESULTS OF VOTE 

Response by members was very good. Attendance was 16 members 
representing 19 votes and 15 members submitted proxies representing 17 
votes. One member was ineligible to vote as prescribed by the 
Covenants. Therefore, 45 votes were the maximum available to be cast. 
Attendance (19) plus proxies (17) plus "no response" (9) total 45 votes. 

Of the "no response" (NR), proxies representing 5 votes were not 
received until the week following the Annual Meeting. One member 
mailed their ballot intentions but no proxy, and one member phoned in 
their ballot intentions, but mailed no proxy. Because these 7 votes 
were not submitted on time on the proxy form or received on time, they 
could not be counted and were not counted in the official vote tally. 

The vote on all three issues was by open roll call with the ROA 
Secretary maintaining the official voting tally sheet. Two other ROA 
members also had tally sheets to act as witnesses to verify the 
official vote count. In addition to this method for the tally, two 
other ROA members requested and were given tally sheets for their own 
independent vote count. A total of 23 votes was necessary to pass each 
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
